Learning Outcomes:

In this lesson, you will: 
 
1. Learn about, discuss, and compare etiquette and practices around a German Sunday. 
2. Write and speak using a range of grammar and sentence structures including modal verbs and time, manner, place to communicate details about German Sundays and an invented 8th day of the week.
