Anders Bartonek is lecturer at the Philosophy Department of Södertörn University, Stockholm. He specializes in German philosophy, mainly the Critical Theory of the Frankfurt School and German Idealism. He wrote his dissertation on the concept of non-identity and the negative dialectics of Theodor W. Adorno (2011). He is also involved in the Swedish translation of Hegel’s Elements of the Philosophy of Right.
Eva Bockenheimer is a researcher at the University of Siegen and currently involved in a research project on Marx’s philosophy of labour. She wrote her dissertation on Hegel’s philosophy of family and gender (2013). She is currently working on questions dealing with Marx’s critique of Hegel and his dialectics. 
Anders Burman is associate professor of intellectual history at Södertörn University, Stockholm. One of his main areas of research is the tradition of Hegelian Marxism. In Swedish he has published, edited or co-edited more than twenty books, among them the anthologies Att läsa Hegel (”To Read Hegel”) and Tysk idealism (”German Idealism”).   
Rebecca Comay is professor of Philosophy and Comparative Literature at the University of Toronto. Her research interests include Hegel and 19th century German philosophy, Marx and Marxism and the theories of Benjamin and Adorno. One of her published books is on Hegel and the French revolution: Mourning Sickness (2011), and she has written numerous articles on Hegel, Heidegger, Bataille, Proust, Benjamin and Adorno. 

Victoria Fareld is associate professor of intellectual history at Stockholm University. Her PhD, completed in 2007, deals with the concept of recognition in Charles Taylor and Hegel. Her main research interests are political philosophy, historiography and contemporary history. Among her recent publications in English are “History and Mourning” (2011),  “Hegel and Exposure” (2012),  “The Re- in Recogition: Hegelian Returns” (2012) and  ”Ressentiment as Moral Imperative: Jean Améry’s Nietzschean Revaluation of Victim Morality” (2015). 
Axel Honneth is professor of philosophy at the University of Frankfurt and Columbia University, New York, and director of the Institut für Sozialforschung in Frankfurt. His fields of expertise comprise of political philosophy, ethics and social theory and he has had a major impact on the field of critical social philosophy with his theory of recognition. His numerous books include Kampf um Anerkennung (1992), Das Recht der Freiheit (2011) and Die Idee des Sozialismus (2015). 
Hannes Kuch is postdoctoral research fellow at the Department for Culture and Aesthetics, Stockholm University. His research interests include Hegel, Marx and the Frankfurt School. He wrote his dissertation about Hegel’s relationship of master and slave and its appropriations in 20th century philosophy and social theories. He is currently working on a research project on social freedom and real utopias.

Sven-Eric Liedman is professor emeritus of History of Ideas at the University of Gothenburg. He is one of the most prominent Hegel and Marx scholars in Scandinavia. Liedman has written extensively on German idealism, Marx and Engels, and has also translated some of Marx’s work into Swedish. Among his many publications are Das Spiel der Gegensätze: Friedrich Engels’ Philosophie und die Wissenschaften des 19. Jahrhunderts (in Swedish 1977, German transl. 1986), Stenarna i själen (2006) about the philosophical notions of form and matter from Antiquity until today, and Karl Marx. En biografi (2015). 
Elena Mareeva is professor and Head of the Department of Humanities and Social Studies at MIRBIS, Moscow. Her numerous publications include studies on Marx, Hegel, Lenin, the concepts of consciousness and the ideal, as well as the criticism to analytical philosophy of mind. She is the author of the notable book “The Problem of Mind in Classical and Non-Classical Philosophy” (in Russian 2003).

Frederick Neuhouser is professor of Philosophy at Barnard College, Columbia University, New York. He specializes on 19th century German Philosophy, particularly Hegel, and on social and political Philosophy. His oeuvre includes studies on the notions of recognition, desire and inequality, and a path-breaking book on Hegel’s idea of social freedom, Actualizing Freedom (2000). He is currently writing a monograph on social pathologies in Rousseau, Hegel and Marx. 

Hans-Christoph Schmidt am Busch is professor of Philosophy at the Technical University of Brunswick. He specializes in political and social philosophy and has written important books on Hegel and Marx, such as Hegels Begriff der Arbeit (2002) and Religiöse Hingabe oder soziale Freiheit. Die saint-simonistische Theorie und die Hegelsche Sozialphilosophie (2007). He is currently dealing with questions on the relation between personal freedom and private property in Hegel, Marx and the Frankfurt School.
Sven-Olov Wallenstein is professor of Philosophy at Södertörn University, Stockholm. He is one of the most distinguished Hegel scholars in Scandinavia, translator of Phenomenology of Spirit, and many other works. He is currently translating Hegel’s Elements of the Philosophy of Right. His numerous publications include studies on German Idealism as well as contemporary critical and poststructuralist theories.
