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Abstract
This article considers the current position of computer-assisted language learning (CALL) research by
producing an integrative synthetic overview of all the articles published in three leading international
CALL journals: ReCALL (in its 31st year of publication), the CALICO Journal (its 36th) and Computer
Assisted Language Learning journal (its 32nd) over a sustained recent period: 2006-2016. They are judged
sufficiently representative to enable broad trends to be detected and the sector’s strengths and weaknesses
to be identified. The focus is on CALL research’s international reach, the range of topics researched and
the nature of the studies themselves.
