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The 15th Science Film Festival in Indonesia was accomplished in 100 Cities throughout the archipelago. 
Returning in 2024, this year’s Science Film Festival adopted the hybrid format. The festival team traveled 
to several cities, while some venues invited audiences on-site to watch films hosted remotely by the team 
from the Goethe-Institut Indonesia office with a video conference platform. Audiences were treated to 15 
selected international films and had the chance to join fun science experiments led by 26 students from 
State University of Jakarta, Atma Jaya Catholic University of Indonesia, and Paramadina University. The 
festival recorded a total of 125.135 participants this year.

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The festival is a cultural and educational initiative in Indonesia. The 
participating films encourage scientific awareness in Indonesia and 
demonstrate that entertainment and learning can be fun, combined 
effectively through film and television media.

The Science Film Festival 2024 centered on the theme of Net Zero and the Circular Economy, emphasizing the urgent need for actions beyond solely 
reducing global greenhouse gas emissions to address climate protection effectively. Recent research findings underscore that focusing solely on 
cutting CO2 emissions is insufficient to halt climate change. To meet the Paris Climate Agreement objectives, a swift transition to achieving net zero 
emissions is imperative. Yet, this ambitious goal demands significant changes that cannot be achieved overnight. Maintaining any level of net CO2 
emissions above zero will perpetuate the rise in atmospheric carbon dioxide levels. Net zero concepts aim to counterbalance carbon dioxide 
production by actively removing it from the atmosphere.

Integral to this pursuit is the concept of a circular economy, which prioritizes the sharing, leasing, reusing, repairing, and recycling of existing 
materials and products for as long as feasible. By promoting the reuse and recycling of products, the circular economy effectively slows the 
depletion of natural resources, curtails landscape and habitat destruction, and aids in preserving biodiversity. The Science Film Festival endeavors 
to spotlight films from around the world highlighting the crucial role played by net zero concepts and the circular economy in combatting the 
challenges posed by the climate crises.

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The Opening Ceremony & Press Talk

The Opening Ceremony & Press Talk was held on 15 October 2024 at the Ministry of Education, Culture, Research and Technology of the Republic 
of Indonesia.

The seven speakers were Constanze Michel (Regional Director of Goethe-Institut for Southeast Asia, Australia and New Zealand); H.E. Ina Lepel 
(Ambassador of the Federal Republic of Germany to Indonesia, Timor-Leste, and ASEAN); Nujul Kristanto (Head of the Film Appreciation and 
Literacy Working Team from Directorate of Film, Music and Media, the Minister of Education, Culture, Science and Technology); Prof. Dr. dr. Yuda 
Turana, Sp.S(K) (Rector of Atma Jaya Catholic University of Indonesia), Fatchiah E. Kertamuda, M.Sc., (Vice Rector of Paramadina University); Dr. 
Ifan Iskandar (Vice Rector for Academic Affairs UNJ); Ir. Ferry Fredy Karwur M.Sc., Ph.D. (Satya Wacana Christian University) and Dr. Bicky Bhangu 
(President of Rolls-Royce Southeast Asia, Pacific and South Korea). Moderated by Elizabeth Soegiharto, Science Film Festival Indonesia Manager, 
the discussion was about the necessity to raise awareness of Net Zero and Circular Economy, emphasizing the urgent need for actions beyond 
solely reducing global greenhouse gas emissions to address climate protection effectively.

After the Press Talk session, more than 350 guests joined the opening, which was hosted by Diky Syaputra Herjuno. Three films was screened at 
the opening ceremony: a German film called Nine-and-a-half: Hydrogen - The Green Energy of the Future? which takes a look at a ‘hydrogen village’ 
called Bosbüll in Schleswig-Holstein. After that, the screening continued with a Chilean film Raffi, which tells the story of little Ema's experience 
learning about sustainability in her family's farmhouse. The last film they saw was a German documentary titled How Bicycle Tires and Inner Tubes 
are Made: The Path of a Schwalbe Tyre, highlighting tyre production environments in Indonesia, Vietnam and Germany. After the screening, the team 
led experiment live on stage relating to the scientific topics addressed by the film. Children from the audience were then assisted by the volunteers 
and had great fun joining the experiment on stage.
