Franzi appears first with her picture of Felix. The children 
should be asked what they think of the picture. They notice 
that some body parts are missing. This situation is used to 
recap the body parts.  
(This would work best if the picture appears on the 
Smartboard. Franzi could add to it as the chil- 
dren name the body parts.)

The children can 
name body parts 
and recall

Felix reappears with pen and paper. He is about to draw a 
picture. He is not very confident and asks for a volunteer to 
come up and help him. The leader suggests using the 
whiteboard so that everyone can see it. Felix starts to describe 
what he wants to draw. His description will include several 
hands and feet and will look a bit like a monster when 
finished. Felix counts the body parts.   
 
The children then work in small groups of two or three 
describing a monster for the other children to draw. They 
should do this in German just as Felix did at the start:  
“Mein Monster hat …. “ 
 
Volunteers could then come up to the front and give an 
example of what they did in their pair work. A room display of 
all monsters is also possible.  
 
Note:  
For some body parts only the plural is known, so the monster 
should have at least two of everything.

The learners should use the lyrics sheet and practise 
pronunciation before the next activity.

Tell the learners that they are now going to add the correct 
actions for the song. 
 
As with the song “Heads, Shoulders Knees and Toes”, each 
body part should be touched when mentioned in the song. 
 
Once the learners have become confident with the song and 
actions, tell them that they are now going to leave out a 
different body part word each time, but they are still going to 
do the same actions. 
 
Do an example for the learners before you begin.
