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Balakhvani's “Memorial” is a small yet deeply symbolic site - a chapel-like
corner that preserves the memory of men from the district who have
passed away. It serves as both a gathering spot and a sacred space.

On one wall, you'll find- photographs of the district's “honoured” members -
faces of those no longer alive yet still woven into the fabric of local his-
tory. Above these portraits, another striking phenomenon emerges, unigue
to Kutaisi: images of “kanoniri qurdebi” - the so-called “thieves-in-law,”
figures who became part of the city’s street culture.

| spoke with Gela Katsitadze, who tends to this space every day, guarding

it as a piece of neighbourhood heritage. According to him, you'll find
nothing quite like this anywhere else — only in Kutaisi, only in Balakhvani.
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In the Soviet Union, during the later stages of its rule, rapid
industrialisation and urbanisation led to the conversion of
many houses into nationalised and “communal apartments”.
Private living spaces were divided by the state among several
families - with shared bedrooms, kitchens, and bathrooms.

This was a method of overcoming the shortage of housing space,
supported by Soviet ideology in the name of equality.

After the collapse of the Soviet Union, many families continued living
in these divided homes. They had become used to this reality, and

their economic situation often did not allow them to move elsewhere.

Mapping the City
A creative approach to Kutaisi

During a week-long social design workshop, local creatives initiated an exploration
of Kutaisi districts. They developed themes and concepts referring to several
neighbourhoods based on stories of the inhabitants, personal observations

and its architectural vocabulary.

Design thinking, design skills, and public participation are key tools and drivers

for this initiative. They are all used as a methodology to explore, analyse, visualise
and respond to the neighbourhood life and its people. Participants are encouraged

to actively engage with and take on responsible roles within their social and cultural
contexts. These diverse creative endeavours, encompassing both minor and
substantial interventions, serve as both a starting point and a source of inspiration for
further research, as they are far from claiming to be finished. The results consistently
bear the distinctive imprint of the creatives mirroring their interests and favour.

The social design workshop is an initiative from andrews & degen, a strategic
visual graphic design agency located in Amsterdam, the Netherlands.
