DARBAZI DIALOGUES
£ samtskhe-Javakheti

Darbazi Dialogues is an intercultural, inter-
disciplinary, and international field school
dedicated to documenting one of Georgia's
most traditional building types - the Darbazi.

As part of the Creative Connection, Darbazi
Dialogues brought together 20 local and
international participants to explore and
record Georgia's traditional Darbazi houses.
Using 3D scanning, interviews, and visual
documentation, the team identified and
mapped several previously unrecorded
structures.

Alongside the research activities, students
partnered with local artisans in clay, wood,
and craft workshops, reviving traditional
materials and techniques. Together, they
created communal furniture pieces and desi-
gned traditional print stamps inspired by
regional heritage.

Blending architectural investigation with
hands-on collaboration, the project streng-
thened community connections and deep-
ened the participants’ understanding of the
region’s cultural heritage.

The project connected embroidery artisans
from Khulo Municipality with fashion
designers and textile specialists, opening
space for dialogue and future collaboration.
During visits to remote villages, designers
entered artisans’ homes—places that serve as
both living spaces and creative studios and
exchanged ideas on technigues, materials,
and aspirations, with families contributing
valuable context and stories.

These encounters bridged creative comm-
unities with different lifestyles and cultural
perspectives. Designers gained direct insight
into traditional craftsmanship, while arti-
sans explored new materials, audiences,
and markets. As a result, several promising
partnerships emerged, including two inter-
national follow-up projects.

For the local community, the project brought
recognition, meaningful connections and new
opportunities. It redefined embroidery as
a living, contemporary practice with strong
artistic and economic potential.

The project revitalised Tushetian jewelry-
making by combining traditional silver-
smithing with modern ceramics. Young
participants learned metal and clay techni-
ques, collected historic designs for a digital
archive, and helped open a permanent jewe-
Iry workshop in Omalo.

Eight participants created a vibrant collection
of handmade pieces and shared their work
with the community through workshops and
storytelling. The programme concluded with
a public exhibition celebrating both heritage
and new artistic voices.

For the Tushetian community, the initiative
brought new skills, preserved cultural know-
ledge, and opened new opportunities for
creativity and economic growth.

The project raised awareness of Poti's aquatic
biodiversity by creating an educational
board game featuring local fish species. The
game serves as both a cultural product and a
fun learning tool about endangered species.

Atotal of 34 young participants helped design
and produce Poti's first board game of this
kind, gaining hands-on experience in laser
cutting, illustration, woodworking, painting,
sewing, and basic construction.

The game highlights threatened species such
as the Colchian sturgeon and supports regional
environmental education efforts. The project
also sparked new collaborations across
regions, connecting youth with professionals
in woodworking, textile art, digital design,
and cultural management, and laying the
groundwork for future creative initiatives.

This initiative empowered young female
artists aged 15-25 living along the
Administrative Boundary Line (ABL) in Gori
Municipality. Through graphic novel-making,
participants gained a creative and safe
Space to express themselves while raising
awareness about women's rights.

The project introduced new forms of
expression and education in a region where
gender-related topics are often stigmatised
or overlooked. By centring on youth voices,
particularly those of young women, it chall-
enged social norms and encouraged open
dialogue in a safe and creative environment.
The graphic novel book and posters served
as tangible tools for raising awareness and
fostering connections.

Many young people noted that this was the first time they had reflected on how a creative format could address
a serious issue with real impact and gradually shift public attitudes. The most remarkable outcome was that the
publication sparked genuine dialogue. While working on its visual and textual components, participants began
sharing personal experiences, concerns, and stories often overlooked in today’s chaotic environment. It was also
striking that the graphic novel’s visuals evoked strong emotional responses, demonstrating that even a small-scale
publication can create a safe, honest, and equality-oriented space for dialogue within the local community.

SUMMARY

Within the Creative Compass Georgia mobility programme, Creative Connections offered meaningful
opportunities for creatives from diverse backgrounds to meet, exchange and collaborate through its
two editions in 2024 and 2025. Across 10 regions, the programme supported 39 projects and engaged
thousands of participants, creating environments where creativity, dialogue, and collaboration could
flourish. Artists stepped beyond their usual surroundings, discovering new local contexts, exchanging
skills, and forming partnerships that continued long after the activities ended.

The initiative offered opportunities to work across regions and disciplines. Through workshops,
innovative events, gatherings, and co-creation processes, Creative Connections cultivated inclusive and
supportive spaces where ideas could develop, and new forms of artistic expression could emerge.

The 2025 edition provided support to a wide range of creative initiatives and enabled local artists
and cultural practitioners to realise specific projects. While these activities were limited in duration,
they offered valuable opportunities for experimentation, collaboration, and increased visibility within
Georgia's cultural landscape. The edition contributed positively to the participating creatives by
strengthening their capacities and encouraging new connections.
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
